Preface:

The decision to revise the pension / family pension of pensioners who retired after 1
January 2016, as per the recommendations of Seventh Pay Commission, has been taken
according to Government Resolution dated 01.03.2019. However, the benefit of revision of
Commutation of Pension according to Seventh Pay Commission was not made applicable to the
employees who have retired from the service between 1% January 2016 to 31 December 2018.
In this regard, the issue of making applicable the benefit of revision of Commutation of Pension
to the retired employees in the said period was under consideration of the State Government.

Government Resolution :

Government is now pleased to decide, that the employees who retired in between 1%
January 2016 and 31% December 2018 and who have availed the benefit of commutation on their
basic pension as per Sixth Pay Commission, shall be entitled to get the benefit of revised
Commutation of Pension in accordance with the revised pension under Seventh Pay
Commission. Head of Department / Head of Office to take necessary action to pay difference
amount of commutation between Sixth Pay Pension and Seventh Pay Pension to the pensioner
who have been given earlier commutation benefit on basic pension of Sixth Pay Commission.

2. The above decision should mutatis mutandis apply with necessary changes to those
pensioners of Recognized and Aided Educational Institutions, Non Agriculture Universities and
affiliated Non-Governmental Colleges and Agricultural Universities, etc. to whom pension
scheme is made applicable.

3. In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso under Section 248 of Maharashtra Zilla
Parishad and Panchayat Samitis Act of 1961 (Maharashtra Act number Five of 1962) and of all
other powers enabling it on that behalf, Government is further pleased to decide that above
decision shall be applied to the pensioners including family pensioners of Zilla Parishads.

4. The Provisions of this Government Resolution shall not be applicable to Pensioners of All
India Services / Political Pensioners / Freedom Fighter Pensioners / Gallantry Medal Allowance
Pensioners / Wound / Injury Pensioners.

5. The expenditure on this account shall be debited to the Budget Heads to which the
pensions of the pensioners mentioned in the above paras are debited and shall be met from the
grants sanctioned thereunder. However, if necessary, concerned Administrative Department of
Mantralaya shall take necessary steps to present Supplementary Demands in the ensuing
session of the Legislature to cover expenditure to be incurred in respect of aforesaid pensioners.

6. Other relevant provisions of the Government Resolution dated 01.03.2019 shall be
applicable where required.
